Plymouth High School for 

Girls’ visit to Ahantaman 

Olympic Training Camp 

Agreement has been reached in 

principle for Plymouth to be the base 

for the Ghanaian Olympic Team prior 

to the 2012 Olympics  

Plymouth has been linked with Sekondi-Takoradi in the Western Region of 

Ghana since 2003.  The two cities are of similar size and both have ports, 

fishing harbours and naval bases.  The purpose of the link is to foster 

learning, good relations and friendships through common understanding, 

the sharing of culture, sport, and enterprise.

Volunteer surgeons and theatre nurses will give up their leave again this year to 
spend time in Ghana and other countries performing hernia operations.  See

The provisional schedule for 2010 missions includes four missions to Takoradi, 
Ghana in January, March, April and November. 
 
The good work of Operation Hernia is now taking place in Nigeria, Cameroon, 
Mongolia and South America.

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Community Xchange (CX) is an opportunity for those working with young 

people to experience a cross-cultural, professional development 

programme, through work shadowing in two communities – for three 

weeks in Plymouth and then three weeks in Bolgatanga, Ghana. The 

exchange is supported with community based and on-line learning. 

 

The Community Xchange group were officially welcomed to Plymouth by 

Lord Mayor Ken Foster at a reception in the Council House organised by

Cllr Foster received the Ghanaian equivalent of the Freedom of the City from 
the honourable Yakubu Alhassan, the Bolgatanga municipal coordinating 
director, who travelled to Plymouth with the 15 professionals. 
 
As part of the welcome, Street Factory provided a dance demonstration and 
young singer-songwriter Josie Newton performed some of her songs. 

 
The 15 Ghanaian professionals then spent three weeks in Plymouth 
shadowing and working with their local counterparts as well as taking part in 
a variety of community events. 

  
Stephen Atelebe said: "I'm a teacher and I'm enjoying seeing how the 
schools here compare to Ghana, and I am learning things I can use in my 
classroom." Stephen worked with history teacher Giles Isbell at Notre Dame 
School in Plymouth. 
 
Giles said: "Stephen was such a wonderful host, it's good to be in a position 
to repay that."

The Link has grown since its formation, each aspect has evolved with independent structures and networks, the Link 

Association acting as a ‘hub’ to support growth through the facilitation of sharing good practice and experiences. 

 

The Link is run by a committee of volunteers, representing young people, the education and health sectors, the trade justice 

movement, faith groups and members of the local Ghanaian community in Plymouth, and there is a Link Co-ordinator in 

Ghana. 

 

The benefits for the local authorities in both cities include greater awareness of global and development issues, greater 

cohesion in both cities between link members and the wider community and valuable learning opportunities at the cultural, 

social and practical levels for council officers, teachers and health workers.
